Competitors and drivers shall waive any claims with respect to any damage arising in connection with the
competition (untimed practice, timed practice, warm up, races) except for damage arising from willful or ne-
gligent breach of duty - including any such breach by any legal representative or vicarious agent of the ca-
tegory of persons absolved from liability - and leading to injury to the life, body or health; in addition, this
waiver shall not apply to any other damage arising from willful or grossly negligent breach of duty - including
any such breach by any legal representative or vicarious agent of the category of persons absolved from
liability.

For all parties involved the exclusion of liability shall come into effect with the submission of the entry. The

exclusion of liability shall apply to claims arising from any legal reason, in particular to compensation claims

arising from contractual and non-contractual liabifity as well as from claims arising from tort

20.1 All protests will be lodged in accordance with the Code. All protests must be made in writing and
handed to the Clerk of the Course or his assistant, or in their absence any of the Stewards of the meeting,
together with the sum of € 500

If the protest requires the dismantling and re-assembly of different parts of a car, the claimant must make a
deposit of € 6300,-

20.5 Competitors have the nght to appeal, as laid down in Articles 181,182 and 183 of the Code and also
as set out in the Rules of the International Court of Appeal. The amount of the appeal fee is € 1500,- +7%
TAX (€ 1605,-)

21. PRIZES

The podium ceremony on the circuit will be held immediately after the races. The winners of the 1%, 2™ and
3" prizes must be present, wearing their race overalls. Failure to attend this ceremony and/or the wearing of
inappropriate clothing will be penalized by the loss of any monetary award / benefit associated with the
corresponding position at the end of the race.

The prize-giving will take place at the prize-giving podium at the startgrid-area at 17:00.

The prizes will be awarded in Euros.
